thing. Nouns are also called naming words.  

• Example-  

 

person – sister, Veer 

place – India, zoo 

animal –rat, snake  

thing – box, cup 

 

 

 

 

• There are two types of noun.  

 

1. Common noun – The words that are used to name 

general person, place, animal or a thing are common 

noun.  



 

 

Example-  

 

person – aunt, friend 

place – market, airport 

animal – bear, jackal 

thing – phone, bag 

 

2. Proper noun – The words that are used to name a 

specific person, place, animal or a thing are proper 

noun.  

*Proper noun always begin with a capital letter.  

 

Example-  

 

person – Pravanya, Rohit  

place – Delhi, South Korea 

animal – Bulldog, Bruno 

thing – Audi, Canon
